
St. Pcrpetua Trail
. 1. 3 miles one-way

. 40 minutes round trip

difficult
Follow the trail from the Visitor Center north to the
Perpetua Campground, cross the campground, pick-up
the trail to the road, cross the road and follow the trail
to the scenic ocean viewpoints. The trail climbs 600
feet with switchbacks through Sitka spruce forest. The
800 foot summit is the highest point on the Oregon
Coast.

Trail of Restless Waters

. 0. 4 miles one-way

. 15 minutes round trip

. easy
Drive .25 miles north of the Visitor Center on Highway
101 to the Devil's Chum parking area. Starting at the
lower parking lot the trail descends 50 feet to the
Devil's Churn overlook. Continue around the loop
along the edges of the Pacific Ocean and back to the
parking area or descend stairs to the rocky tidal shelf.

Ya'Xailc (YAH-ilce) Trail
. 1. 15 mile loop
. 45 minutes

. moderate
Beginning at the east end of Diversity Lane (Flsterra
Garden Apartments), this trail traverses lush second
growth forest and links at the north end to the
Gerdemann Botanical Preserve's public footpath. Head
south on Highway 101 to complete the loop at
Diversity Lane.
